Evaluation of international inspection of cots and carriers
(Prague, October 25, 2019) The Czech Trade Inspection Authority took part in an international inspection project focused on the safety of classic and travel cots and baby carriers. Within this project, in which 10 institutions of EU countries participated, the CTIA carried out an inspection of 10 types of cots and carriers and found violations of legal obligations in all cases. Three models showed a serious or high security risk.
10 EU surveillance institutions, including the Czech Trade Inspection Authority, participated in the international inspection project focused on the safety of classic and travel cots and baby carriers. The aim was to investigate possible security risks that arise mainly from poor construction of cots and carriers.
Individual international teams also inspected the compliance with the obligations of manufacturers, importers and distributors of cots and carriers. They purchased products from retailers from both stone and online stores. A total of 107 products were tested by the national surveillance authorities, namely 84 baby carriers and 23 cots. The testing of the samples took place in an accredited laboratory in Italy, which, after carrying out the tests, elaborated and submitted reports on these tests. The testing focused on those safety requirements with the greatest impact on the safety of the smallest consumers, i.e. babies.

As part of this international project, the CTIA carried out 10 inspections at vendors and took 10 models of cots and carriers for assessment. The CTIA inspected mainly the final traders - distributors, whether they meet the requirements of the Act on General Safety of Products (Act No. 102/2001 Coll.), the Act on Consumer Protection (Act No. 634/1992 Coll.), and whether they comply with all European applicable technical standards (EN 716-1, EN 716-2, EN 13209-1, EN 13209-2 and TNI CEN / TR 16512). Attention was also paid to products concerning which inspection authorities found deficiencies in labelling and missing or insufficient warnings for consumers.
Inspection results
The overall test results of all surveillance authorities involved in the action showed that only 13 of the 107 products examined were fully in compliance with the required standards.

The results are based on the sampling in the markets of the participating countries by experienced market surveillance inspectors looking for non-compliant and potentially dangerous products.

The Czech side represented by the CTIA found nonconformities in 10 products. The total of 8 baby carriers models (of which 2 frame models) and 2 cots models (one classic and one travel) were sampled within this project.

·  Formal deficiencies were found in the submitted accompanying documentation regarding 8 products (Section 4 of Act No. 102/2001 Coll., On General Product Safety).

· In 7 cases, accompanying documentation on the products in Czech language was missing.

· One inspected person didn’t provide any acquisition document for the product.

· Both travel and classic cots complied with the mechanical safety standards requirements. They were found to have only formal deficiencies in labelling that were removed during the inspection.

· Two carriers showed a serious risk (soft carrier LIONELO Isa Red and frame carrier ZOPA Little Hiker) and one carrier showed high risk (soft carrier Storchenwiege)-

Taken action
Measures taken

Member States took appropriate measures to remove all identified dangerous products from the market. They made 26 notifications to the RAPEX dangerous products alert system. Furthermore, 24 models of cots and carriers were prohibited and their sale is no longer possible.
