Two inspected fuel samples failed in September
(Praha, October 29, 2019) The Czech Trade Inspection Authority saw slight decline in the quality of sampled fuels in September when compared with August. Two inspected samples failed the requirements. These were automotive petrol and diesel samples. 
The Czech Trade Inspection Authority monitored the fuels quality on the whole territory of the Czech Republic. It took 219 fuel samples at filling stations. 1 automotive petrol sample and 1 diesel sample failed the requirements. 
In September 2019, CTIA officers saw a slight decline in the sampled fuel quality when compared with August when all taken samples met the requirements.
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Automotive petrol
In September 2019, the total of 84 automotive petrol samples were taken and inspected by the Czech Trade Inspection Authority. 1 sample didn’t meet the quality requirements of the applicable technical standard. The inspected sample didn’t comply with the quality parameter “Induction period” (oxidation stability, which monitors the speed of reactions with oxygen), when the measured value of this quality parameter was 292 minutes (the minimum value including measurement uncertainty is 339 minutes). Other inspected and analysed samples of automotive petrol met the quality parameters set by the technical standard ČSN EN 228 + A1 - Motor fuels - Unleaded Petrol - Technical Requirements and Test Methods.

Diesel
In September 2019, the total of 107 diesel samples were taken and inspected by the Czech Trade Inspection Authority. 1 sample didn’t meet the quality requirements of the applicable technical standard. The inspected sample didn’t comply with the quality parameter “sulphur”, when the measured value of this quality parameter was 39.1 mg/kg (the minimum value including measurement uncertainty is 11.8 mg/kg). Other inspected and analysed samples of automotive petrol met the quality parameters set by the technical standard ČSN EN 228 + A1 - Motor fuels - Diesel - Technical Requirements and Test Methods.

Biofuels in fuels

In the monitored period the content of fatty acid methyl esters was inspected in 107 diesel samples. The ethanol content of gasoline was inspected in 84 samples. Laboratory analysis showed that the upper limit of the content of bio-constituents wasn’t exceeded in any fuel sample.

Measures imposed

In September 2019, in one case the Czech Trade Inspection Authority imposed measures prohibiting the sale of fuels that didn’t meet the quality and composition requirements set in the implementing legislation, special legal regulations and Czech technical standards. The measure was issued on 42,619 litres of fuel in the value amounting to CZK 1,355,284.20.
