Inspections showed violations of law in 50% of cases in Hlinsko
(Hradec Králové, December 4, 2019) The Czech Trade Inspection Authority of the Hradec Králové and Pardubice Regions carried out an extraordinary inspection focused on consumer protection. In t carried out in total 19 inspections in retail shops and restaurants, detecting violations of law in 11 cases. “The CTIA imposed 7 on-the-spot fines amounting to CZK 7,000 for breaches of law and in 4 cases administrative proceedings will be launched with the inspected person. Officers also took 40 items of counterfeits of the trademarks BURBERRY and APPLE for CZK 91,000 when calculated in the prices of originals. Prohibition of sale was imposed on 152 items of products,” said František Švihlík, the Director of the CTIA regional inspectorate.
The Czech Trade Inspection Authority of the Hradec Králové and Pardubice Regions carried out an extraordinary inspection in the field of services and retail network, including public alimentation facilities in Hlinsko. At the same time, the total of 8 petrol and diesel samples were taken by CTIA employees in this area. All of them met the set quality requirements.
CTIA inspectors carried out the total of 19 inspections in retail sales units and restaurants, finding 11 violations of legal regulations. This was mainly the Act No. 634/1992 Coll., on Consumer Protection, where traders most often failed to meet their information obligations (Section 11), didn’t issue, upon request, proof of purchase of products with required information (Section 16) or offered and sold counterfeits (Section 8). Other violations were to a lesser extent.

The inspection was carried out in cooperation with regional customs office, the Czech Environmental Inspectorate and the Czech Metrology Institute.
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
