Šenovská burza failed CTIA inspections 
(Ostrava, 19 December 2019) The Czech Trade Inspection Authority of the Olomouc and Moravian-Silesian Regions regularly monitors the appearance of counterfeits at the municipal marketplace in Ostrava. This time, it carried out 15 inspections and found violations of law in all cases. "The sale, offer or storage of counterfeits wasn’t detected this time. Nevertheless, we have seen a greater number of violations of the provisions of the Consumer Protection Act. 12 on-the-spot fines were imposed for the deficiencies identified," says Boris Stabryn, the Director of the regional inspectorate.

On the first Advent Sunday, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority carried out an extraordinary inspection aimed at the possible occurrence of counterfeits at the municipal marketplace in Šenovská Street in Ostrava. Inspectors carried out 15 inspections where deficiencies were identified in all cases. Most often, sellers did not inform consumers about the price of the products within offer in accordance with price regulations (12 cases), did not mark the textile products sold with the required information about the method of treatment and maintenance (2 cases). In 1 case, the seller did not issue any proof of purchase based on consumer's request with all the requirements, and in 1 case the seller did not properly inform the consumer about the warranty provided for the purchased products.

This extraordinary inspection was carried out in cooperation with Customs Administration employees. 
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
