CTIA inspected the smoothie makers, most were fine 

(Prague, January 24, 2020) The Czech Trade Inspection Authority focused on inspections of smoothie makers, which are very popular with consumers and are widely offered in the domestic market. CTIA inspected 21 types of these products and found deficiencies in 8 of them. It was mostly administrative misconducts. All smoothie makers complied as regards technical and safety requirements.

The Czech Trade Inspection Authority evaluated the inspection it carried out during 2019. These were inspections on smoothies makers offered in the retail network in the Czech Republic. The aim was to verify that they meet the technical requirements laid down in the relevant regulations. The inspected entities were economic operators, including distributors, manufacturers, importers and authorised representatives. 

CTIA inspected 21 types of these products and found deficiencies in 8 of them, when there were mostly administrative misconducts detected. For example, there were shortcomings in information obligations (missing instructions for use, safety instructions in Czech, etc.).  

The inspections also included laboratory testing of product samples. 4 product types were selected for testing and no product was found to be technically noncompliant.

The Czech Trade Inspection Authority imposed a total of 7 fines amounting to CZK 32,000 for infringements of the legislation. In 2 cases, an on-the-spot fine was imposed, and in 5 cases fines were imposed in administrative proceedings.
