During the inspection of the LED luminaires, CTIA identified technical 

(Prague, February 17, 2020) The Czech Trade Inspection Authority evaluated inspections aimed at LED luminaires with a non-replaceable source. It inspected 41 product types and found deficiencies in 16 types, including 7 that were tested by professionals and 5 that failed technical parameters. 

High-quality LED lighting can save electric energy significantly. Therefore, the purchase of LED luminaires in the Czech Republic is on the rise and the consumer often prefers them to classical lights. During 2019, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority carried out inspections aimed at compliance with the legislation in the offer and sale of portable LED luminaires with a non-replaceable source. 

CTIA inspected a total of 41 product types. Deficiencies were identified in 16 types of inspected products. In 4 cases there were shortcomings in information obligations - instructions for use, including safety instructions in the Czech language. In 1 case, the product wasn’t marked with the type or series or serial number or any other element allowing the user to identify the product. In 11 cases, the product wasn’t marked with the manufacturer's contact details. 
The operators making these products available on the market were inspected, i.e. distributors, producers, importers and authorised representatives. 

CTIA also collected 7 types of lights for technical testing as part of the inspection project. 5 product types were found to be non-compliant in technical terms due to construction defects. Inspectors carried out assessments of the safety risks associated with the use of these luminaires in the light of the deficiencies identified. In all cases, they identified a low level of risk. On the basis of these findings, restrictive measures were applied on these products – a prohibition of further distribution.

The Czech Trade Inspection Authority imposed the total of 6 fines amounting to the total of CZK 20,000 for the identified deficiencies.
