CTIA of South Bohemia found counterfeits in an ordinary shop in Písek
(Prague, July 13, 2020) The Czech Trade Inspection Authority of the South Bohemian Region and the Vysočina Region carried out an additional inspection in an ordinary shop in the centre of Písek and aimed at the offering and selling of counterfeit goods. Here it collected 323 items of counterfeits in the value of CZK 763,320. "The results of the inspection show that the offer and sale of counterfeits is a topic not only in border markets, but also in ordinary shops in city centres," said Martina Střihavková, the Director of the Inspectorate for the South Bohemian Region and Vysočina.  

Based on monitoring of the market situation, the South Bohemian CTIA inspectorate carried out an additional inspection in an ordinary shop in the centre of Písek, in which it took a total of 323 items of counterfeits worth CZK 763,320. They were mostly textile products, namely sweatshirts, tracksuits, t-shirts, dresses, elastic pants and other goods such as shoes and handbags marked with the trademarks Tommy Hilfiger, Michael Kors, Gucci, Adidas, Nike, Calvin Klein, Louis Vuitton, Levi's and Hugo Boss. 

Inspectors placed the confiscated goods out of the reach of the inspected person. Subsequently, a penalty of up to CZK 5 million may be imposed on the seller in administrative proceedings for the breach of the Act on Consumer Protection.
