35% of inspected soft-filled toys failed in the EU market
(Prague, July 24, 2020) An international inspection activity revealed non-compliances in soft-filled toys in the European Union market. The surveillance authorities of 10 EU countries, including the Czech Trade Inspection Authority, inspected the compliance with regulations binding for soft-filled toys. A total of 189 models were removed and 65 models were evaluated as unsatisfactory. The samples inspected by the CTIA showed a small number of discrepancies compared to other samples taken in the EU.

In 2019, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority participated in an international surveillance event focused on the safety control of soft-filled toys (CASP*). Specifically, it was an examination of a possible health risk posed by non-compliance with the requirements for mechanical and chemical safety or flammability (requirements of Directive 2009/48/EC and its harmonized technical standards EN 71-1, EN 71-2, EN 71-3, EN 62115 as amended, or non-compliance with the requirements laid down in REACH Directive).

Ten European countries took part in the activity and took a total of 189 toy models. The toys were sent to an accredited laboratory in Spain that carried out mechanical tests (EN 71-1), flammability tests (EN 71-2), compliance tests for electrical toys (EN 62115) and chemical tests (REACH - for the presence of phthalates, hazardous azo dyes or polycyclic aromatic hydrocarbons). The laboratory identified non-compliance with the above regulations in cases of 65 toy models.
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​​​​​​​​​​Results of samples taken by the Czech Trade Inspection Authority

A total of 19 toy models were collected in the Czech Republic. There were 4 toys that did not meet the safety requirements and that had already been notified to the RAPEX international alert system due to a serious or high risk. These toys were assessed as noncompliant due to the easy release of small parts from the toys or their parts, ort he accessibility of the filling material. In one case, the banned phthalic acid esters were present in plastic parts. Distributors were imposed protective measures to ban the distribution of products and to withdraw the products from distribution.

* CASP (Coordinated Activities for the Safety of Products). CASP enables all EU / EEA national authorities responsible for market surveillance to work together to increase the safety of products placed on the market in individual European countries. CASP projects may focus on the analysis of a single product or a group of products (product-specific activities) or the exchange of best practices in the area of market surveillance (horizontal activities).
