In most cases, battery charger inspections confirmed shortcomings 

(Prague, 7 August 2020) USB chargers, laptop chargers and rechargeable batteries are widely used by consumers. The Czech Trade Inspection Authority focused on this assortment and evaluated the inspections carried out in 2019. In total, it inspected 11 types of chargers and found deficiencies in 6 types. In case of 1 type, it identified a serious safety risk due to which the use of the charger can result in serious injury or even death of the user. "The results of the inspection confirm that most inspected chargers have deficiencies and it is necessary to continue the inspections in order to prevent the use of non-compliant devices with a certain level of danger to the final consumer," said Mojmír Bezecný, Director of the CTIA.  

The Czech Trade Inspection Authority carried out an international inspection activity on chargers within the EU countries cooperation. The aim of these inspections, which took place in 2019, was to verify that USB chargers, laptop chargers and chargers for rechargeable batteries, which are offered on the retail network of the Czech Republic, meet the technical requirements set out in the relevant legal regulations. 

The Czech Trade Inspection Authority carried out 11 inspections on 10 distributors and 1 importer. It inspected 11 product types. Nine types were removed for testing (3 types of USB chargers, 3 types of chargers for laptops, 3 types of universal chargers for rechargeable batteries). Deficiencies were found in cases of 6 types of tested products.

In 2 cases, deficiencies were found in the information obligations, when safety instructions were not provided in the Czech language. 1 type was not marked with the contact details of the manufacturer (Section 4 par. 7 of the Government Order No. 118/2016 Coll.) and the contact details of the importer (Section 6 par. 2 of Government Order No. 118/2016 Coll.). One type was not marked with number of the type or series or the series number, or with any another element enabling its identification (Section 4 par. 6 of Government Order No. 118/2016 Coll.).

Of the 9 types tested, 4 were evaluated as technically non-compliant and 1 type failed administrative requirements. A risk assessment was carried out for the 4 technically non-compliant products and a serious risk was identified in case of 1 type. The Czech Trade Inspection Authority imposed a total of 10 measures requiring the additional provision the relevant documentation for the products inspected, prohibiting the supply of non-compliant products to the market and withdrawing risky products from the market.
