CTIA inspected gas cartridges for camping and lights

(Prague, 19 August 2020) In the area of technical inspection, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority focused on transportable pressure equipment – disposable gas cartridges. These are frequently used refills for portable camping cookers and lights, for example. As part of this action, inspectors inspected 12 product types. In 7 types, they found deficiencies that were formal in nature and didn‘t compromise user safety. 

In 2019, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority inspected disposable gas cartridges, which are often used with portable appliances for outdoor stays. The container is made of metal with a total volume from 50 ml to 1000 ml.

The aim of the activity was to inspect the compliance with the requirements of the Act on Technical Requirements for Products, Government Order on Technical Requirements for Transportable Pressure Equipment, which are also specified in details in EU documents.

Marking and labelling of products as well as relating documentation were inspected in accordance with the above-metioned legislation, in particular declarations of conformity, copies of certificates, reports on the outcome of inspections and tests and other documents related to conformity assessment. 

Deficiencies were found for 7 product types, where all the above mentioned documents were not always provided for the products upon the request of the CTIA officers. 
The Czech Trade Inspection Authority ordered the inspection bodies to take necessary corrective measures, which were met in most cases. In one case, the distributor did not ensure that the deficiencies were remedied, and took voluntary action, withdrew the inspected products from distribution and returned them to the supplier.
