More than half of inspected sellers sold alcohol to juveniles
(Hradec Králové, August 26, 2020) The CTIA Inspectorate of the Hradec Králové and Pardubice Regions carried out an extraordinary inspection activity aimed at the prohibition on the sale of alcohol to juveniles during the summer touristic season. It carried out 39 inspections in the Eastern Giant Mountains and found out that in 24 cases, alcoholic beverages were sold to persons under the age of 18.

In mid-August, the CTIA Inspectorate of the Hradec Králové and Pardubice Regions carried out an extraordinary two-day inspection event. It carried out 39 inspections in the eastern Giant Mountains. Specifically, the popular cities of Žacléř, Mladá Buky, Horní Marsov and Svoboda n. Úpou were popular. In randomly selected food outlets, buffets, fast food outlets, wine bars, bars and a fuel station, it focused on complying with the ban on the sale of alcohol to persons under the age of 18. 

In 24 cases, alcoholic beverages were sold to hired workers aged 16, which represented 61.5% of the total number of establishments inspected. These beverages were beer, wine and spirits. 

"The above mentioned findings indicate violations of Act No. 65/2017 Coll., on Health Protection from the Harmful Effects of Drugs, which will be dealt with in administrative proceedings with the inspected persons. There is a fine of up to CZK 1million for breaching the law," says František Švihlík, the Director of the Regional Inspectorate of the CTIA. 
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
