CTIA inspected lifts safety
(Prague, 20 October 2020) The Czech Trade Inspection Authority has inspected safety components for lifts serving in buildings or construction sites and are intended for the transport of persons and goods. The aim of this action was to inspect whether the specified safety components for lifts delivered to the Czech market meet the requirements of the relevant legislation. CTIA inspected 43 types of these products and found deficiencies in 17 of them. 

The Czech Trade Inspection Authority inspected safety components for lifts that permanently serve buildings or construction sites. These lifts are intended for the transport of persons, persons and goods or only for freight. In particular, the following safety components were inspected: cabin and shaft door closures, bumpers, speed limitation devices and devices against uncontrollable movement of the lift cage (the complete list of safety components for lifts is set out in Annex 3 of the Government Regulation No 122/2016 Coll., which shows that some safety components are also electrical safety devices and are subject to other regulations).

As part of this action, 29 inspections were carried out at 27 entities, of which 15 were distributors, 6 installers and 6 producers. In 2 cases the manufacturer was also the importer. 43 product types were inspected and deficiencies were found in 17 types. 

CTIA officers inspected the mandatory marking and labelling of products, including the required CE marking. They also inspected the EU Declaration of Conformity and instructions for assembly, connection, adjustment and maintenance in the Czech language, which must be attached to the product.

Deficiencies in the accompanying documentation or product marking and labelling were found in 17 types of safety components for lifts (some products had multiple deficiencies at the same time), of which:

(a) in 9 cases there were deficiencies in the EU Declaration of Conformity (not attached to the product or not in Czech language or with administrative deficiencies)

b) in 8 cases there were shortcomings in the instructions for use (they were not in Czech or not attached at all)

c) in 1 case there were deficiencies in the marking and labelling (no data on the importer)

d) in 1 case, the product wasn‘t equipped with the required CE marking

For the shortcomings identified, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority imposed a total of 4 on-the-spot fines amounting to CZK 21,000 and submitted 2 proposals to initiate administrative proceedings. These results show that no dangerous product was found within the inspection action and the inspection findings were rather formal.

Products are covered by ČSN EN 81-50:2015 Safety rules for the construction and installation of lifts - Examinations and tests - Part 50: Design rules, calculations, examinations and tests of lift components, with effect from June 1, 2015, which is the Czech version of the European standard EN 81-50:2014, and which replaced the standards ČSN EN 81-1+A3 and ČSN EN 81-2+A3, which expired on August, 31, 2017, or harmonised standards on Directive 2014/33/EU on the harmonisation of the laws of the Member States relating to lifts and safety components for lifts.
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
