Even at the time of the first wave of the epidemic, CTIA inspected toys safety
(Interim report for 2nd quarter of 2020)

(Prague, 5 November 2020) In the second quarter of this year, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority inspected 307 models of toys for children under 14 years of age. It found deficiencies in 129 models. Most often it was missing information needed to identify the manufacturer or importer of the toy, as well as shortcomings in information for consumers, such as lack of warnings and instructions in the Czech language. During this period, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority assessed 4 toy models as dangerous. 

During the second quarter of 2020, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority carried out inspections on toys for children under 14 years of age. In particular, it concerned compliance with the requirements of the Act No. 22/1997 Coll., on Technical Requirements for Products, which are specified in Government Order No. 86/2011 Coll., on Technical Requirements for Toys. 

In total, it carried out 153 inspections of 150 distributors, 2 producers and 1 importer to the EU. During the inspection action, CTIA officers examined 307 toy models and 129 models were with deficiencies.

When inspecting the accompanying documentation and information for consumers, inspectors were interested in the origin of toys, that is to say, whether information about the manufacturer or importer is available and whether the products are equipped with additional mandatory information. Where this information contained any restrictions, e.g. a pictogram unsuitable for children under three years of age, inspectors verified whether the reasons for the restriction was communicated to the consumer. During these inspections, a significant number of deficiencies were found, with several administrative deficiencies accumulating in some toys:

• in 81 cases, deficiencies were found in the identification of the toy manufacturer

• in 54 cases, there were shortcomings in the identification of the importer

• in 53 cases there were deficiencies in the accompanying documentation (missing instructions or warnings in Czech language)  

• in 43 cases there were deficiencies in the accompanying documentation (completely missing instructions or warnings)

• in 16 cases there were deficiencies in the mandatory marking of the toy by type, serial number or model

During the second quarter of 2020, 4 toy models were assessed as hazardous due to mechanical or chemical deficiencies. According to EP and Council Directive 2001/95/EC, information on the presence of these toys on the market was published in RAPEX and consumer warnings were also published on www.coi.cz:

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Measures imposed

In the second quarter of this year, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority imposed 40 fines amounting to CZK 408,000 for violations of Act No. 22/1997 Coll. and prohibited the resale of 17 toy models.

The Czech Trade Inspection Authority reduced the number of inspections of this product range on the basis of government regulations on the ongoing Covid 19 epidemic and the subsequent closure of most sales units during the second quarter of 2020. However, the results of the inspection action show that it is still necessary to continue toy inspections in order to prevent the spread of non-compliant products to the final users, i.e. children.  
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
