CTIA took counterfeits for more than 5.5 million crowns in the third quarter

(Interim report for Quarter 3, 2020)

(Prague, December 8, 2020) In the third quarter of this year, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority carried out inspections on the sale of counterfeited goods. During this period, ordinary stores, marketplaces and so-called "flea markets" were reopened, the operation of which was significantly reduced in the previous quarter due to the ongoing coronavirus epidemic. Inspectors from all regional inspectorates carried out a total of 201 inspections and found 42 of them breached the prohibition on offering, selling and storing counterfeited products. This represents 20.9%, almost 6% more than in the same period of 2019. In the third quarter of 2020, CTIA took a total of 6,460 counterfeits in the value of CZK 5,696,546. 

The Czech Trade Inspection Authority continued to inspect the compliance with Section 8 of Act No. 634/1992 Coll., on Consumer Protection, when offering for the offer, sale and storage of products infringing certain intellectual property rights. Under that provision, traders are prohibited from offering for sale, selling and storing products infringing certain intellectual property rights or unauthorised use of trademarks protected under a specific legal regulation. 
The CTIA carried out 201 inspections between 1 July and 30 October 2020 and found violations of the prohibition on the offer, sale and storage of products infringing certain intellectual property rights in 42 cases, which was 20.9%, by almost 6% more than in the same period of 2019 (15.4%). In the third quarter of 2020, the most frequently detected items were counterfeits of PokémonWizards, Hyundai and Volkswagen. From the point of view of range, there were mainly toys, products for children and clothing. Out of the total number of inspections, the CTIA found infringements in 130 cases (64.7 %). 

CTIA cooperated with the Police of the Czech Republic and the Trade Licensing Office in 2 cases.

Imposed measures
The Czech Trade Inspection Authority took and stored a total of 6,460 counterfeit items, in the value of the prices of originals in the amount of CZK 5,696,546, out of reach of the inspected persons. Products which do not comply with specific legislation and which will be confiscated based on a lawful decision, will subsequently be destroyed or used for humanitarian purposes. 

Furthermore, based on the infringements found, CTIA lawfully imposed a total of 159 fines of CZK 2,321,500 during this period.

The results of the inspections carried out in the third quarter of 2020 confirmed that the supply and sale of products infringing certain intellectual property rights persists. It doesn’t always apply to marketplaces, but also to ordinary shops. The findings of the inspections also indicate the ongoing shift of the offer and sale of counterfeits into the sphere of e-commerce and social networks. In view of the persistent shortcomings, increased attention will be paid to this area in the following period.
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
