CTIA prohibited dangerous air balloons
(Prague, 26 April 2021) The Czech Trade Inspection Authority found a dangerous toy on the domestic market – air balloons, which can cause a serious injury to children. The CTIA ordered withdrawal of the product from the market. 
The Czech Trade Inspection Authority identified a toy in the market of the Czech Republic that can pose a health risk to the smallest children. It is a pack of 10 items of air balloons with printing. Balloons are made of latex, natural rubber. They are wrapped in a transparent bag with a paper cuff shutting the bag and is attached to it by metal clamps. This paper part of the product packaging contains identification data and information for the consumer.

The product may pose a serious risk of injury to playing children. An accredited laboratory found that the material from which the balloons are made contains an excessive amount of N-nitrosamines and N-nitrosatable substances. These chemicals can be released from the used material, and children can swallow them, for example when suctioning the balloons or within a contact of their hand and mouth. 

The product fails the requirements of the Government Order No. 89/2011 Coll., on Toys Safety. The content of the above substances was verified according to the procedures and methods specified in EN 71-12.  

The Czech Trade Inspection Authority imposed a protective measure on the importer of the toy, consisting of the withdrawal of the product from the market and from circulation. The toy was reported to the contact point at the Ministry of Industry and Trade and published in RAPEX.
