In the 2nd quarter of 2021, the CTIA seized counterfeits worth more than CZK 7.5 million

(Report for Q2 2021)

(Prague, 6 October 2021) In the second quarter of this year, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority inspected the offer, sale and storage of products infringing certain intellectual property rights. It carried out a total of 137 inspections and  in 30 cases, it seized 2,507 counterfeit products in the value of CZK 7,667,227. The most frequent were textile products and toys of the following trademarks: Adidas, Nike, Tommy Hilfinger, Gucci and PokémonWizards. 

In the period from 1 April to 30 June 2021, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority inspected the compliance with the ban on the offer, sale and storage of products infringing certain intellectual property rights as well as unauthorised use of a label protected under a special legal regulation, referred to in Section 8 of Act No. 634/1992 Coll., on Consumer Protection. 

The CTIA carried out a total of 137 inspections and in 30 of them saw the offer, sale and storage of counterfeit goods, which represented 21.9%. In total, violations of legislation were found in 87 cases (63.5%).

In view of the ongoing COVID-19 pandemic, the operation of markets and marketplaces, where the incidence of counterfeits is most frequently detected, has been restricted. Counterfeit goods are also frequently found in ordinary shops or it is carried out in the form of internet sales, where in this period CTIA inspectors found 6 cases of offers and sales of counterfeit goods sold in e-shops.

Measures imposed

In the 2nd quarter of 2021, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority collected a total of 2,507 items of counterfeit goods in the value of CZK 7,667,227 calculated in original prices. In accordance with the provisions of Section 7b of Act No 64/1986 Coll., on the Czech Trade Inspection Authority, the seized products were placed away from the reach of the inspected person. The products that do not comply with special legal provisions, for which a final decision to forfeit or seize them will be taken, will subsequently be destroyed or used for humanitarian purposes. 

In this period, a total of 96 fines totally amounting to CZK 1,995,000 were finally imposed based on the detected infringements.
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
