Almost half of inspected kettles were deficient

(Prague, 29 October, 2021) The Czech Trade Inspection Authority has evaluated an inspection action focused on the safety of kettles. It inspected a total of 30 types and found deficiencies in 13 types of kettles. In one type, the technical defects were so serious that the kettle was withdrawn from the market.

Last year, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority (CTIA) carried out inspections of kettles focused on product safety and compliance with administrative requirements for marketing. During the year, the CTIA inspected 30 types of kettles at 25 distributors and 5 manufacturers. It found deficiencies in 13 kettle types. In 5 cases, there were shortcomings in information obligations - for example, missing instructions for use or safety instructions. 

The inspection also included the collection of 7 kettles for professional testing. The technical tests showed that 6 products were non-compliant. One kettle type was found to have technical defects of such a serious nature that the kettle was withdrawn from the market and reported to the RAPEX database of dangerous products (more at https://www.coi.cz/coi-naridila-stazeni-varne-konvice-z-trhu-hrozi-uraz-elektrickym-proudem/).

The Czech Trade Inspection Authority imposed 6 fines amounting to CZK 31,000 for breaches of relevant laws, regulations and standards.
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
