In September, 2 fuel samples failed

(Prague, 2 November 2021) The Czech Trade Inspection Authority inspected the quality of fuel in September. It took 247 fuel samples and 2 diesel fuel samples failed the quality requirements.

The Czech Trade Inspection Authority continued its inspections of the quality of fuels. It took 247 fuel samples at filling stations in the Czech Republic in September and 2 diesel fuel samples failed to meet the quality requirements. 

Compared to August, there was a deterioration in September, as all fuel samples taken in August were compliant. 

Samples of FAME, diesel fuel blend, B10 diesel, high FAME diesel, paraffinic diesel, bio-CNG, LNG, bio-LNG and ethanol E85 were not sampled in September due to fuel market developments.
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Diesel
In the month of September 2021, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority collected and inspected a total of 113 diesel fuel samples. Of these samples taken and inspected, 2 samples (taken at two filling stations) did not meet the quality requirements of the applicable technical standard. The inspected diesel fuel samples failed to comply with the quality parameter 'oxidation stability', where the measured value of this quality parameter was in one case 3,360 g/m3 and in the other case 370 g/m3 (maximum value including the measurement uncertainty is 33 g/m3). At these filling stations it was found that the inspected persons had refilled the tanks with new fuel and therefore repeated inspection sampling was carried out by the CTIA. Subsequent analysis of the samples taken did not reveal any deviation in this quality parameter. The other samples of diesel fuel inspected and analysed met the quality parameters set out in the technical standard ČSN EN 590+A1 - Motor fuels - Diesel fuels - Technical requirements and test methods, in relation to the requirements of Decree 516/2020 Coll., on fuel requirements and implementation of certain other provisions of the Act on Fuels.

Biofuels in fuels 

During the period under review, the fatty acid methyl ester content was inspected in 113 diesel samples. The ethanol content in automotive petrol was inspected in 93 samples. The laboratory analyses did not reveal any exceedance of the permissible upper limit for the content of bio-ingredients in the samples of motor fuels monitored.
