CTIA inspected LED lights
(Prague, 5 November, 2021) The Czech Trade Inspection Authority has evaluated inspections focused on the safety of fixed LED luminaires. In total, it inspected 22 types of products and found administrative deficiencies in 2 types of luminaires. All inspected types complied with the technical requirements.

The Czech Trade Inspection Authority carried out 16 inspections last year, including 15 inspections of distributors and 1 inspection of a manufacturer supplying and producing fixed LED luminaires. 

The inspectors of the CTIA inspected a total of 22 types of products. They took 4 types of luminaires for professional technical testing and all types met the technical requirements. Further inspections showed administrative deficiencies. Two types of products were not marked with the contact details of the manufacturer (§ 4(7) or importer according to § 6(2) of the Government Order No. 118/2016 Coll.). These shortcomings do not directly affect the safety and functionality of the products inspected, which is good news for consumers.

The Czech Trade Inspection Authority imposed measures on the inspected persons to eliminate the identified deficiencies.
