Inspection of kitchen electrical appliances reveals deficiencies

(Prague, 3 December 2021) The Czech Trade Inspection Authority carried out an inspection of small kitchen heat devices. It evaluated 20 types of products and found deficiencies in almost half of the inspected devices. 

The Czech Trade Inspection Authority carried out inspections on compliance with EU directives within an international inspection action involving 10 supervisory authorities from EU countries. 

Within the Czech Republic, 18 distributors and 2 manufacturers of 20 types of kitchen electrical appliances were inspected by CTIA inspectors. In addition, 9 product types (2 fryers, 3 mini-fryers, 2 waffle makers, 2 toasters) were taken for technical testing.

Deficiencies found and measures imposed  

All the sampled products were tested for compliance with technical and administrative requirements (marking, instructions for use, safety instructions).

The inspectors found in 4 cases deficiencies in information obligations (instructions for use or safety instructions) and 2 types of products were not labelled with the manufacturer's contact details.

On the basis of technical testing at a specialist workplace, 7 types (3 mini-cookers, 1 waffle maker, 2 toasters, 1 fryer) of the 9 products tested were found to be technically noncompliant. This means that only 2 products were found to be technically compliant.

It can therefore be concluded that based on the results of technical and administrative testing of the 20 types of products inspected, flaws were detected in a total of 9 types, which is almost a half.

The Czech Trade Inspection Authority imposed a fine amountinf to the total of CZK 7,000 in 2 cases for breaches of applicable legal regulations.

The results of the inspection action focused on small kitchen heat devices confirm that almost half of the products inspected were found to be deficient both technically and administratively. Given the relatively high number of findings, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority will continue its inspections in the next period.  [image: image2.png]
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
