CTIA inspected more than 500 toy models in Q3 2021

(Prague, 25 January 2022) The Czech Trade Inspection Authority continued inspections of children's toys in the third quarter of 2021. During this period, it inspected 525 toy models and found deficiencies in 212 models. 3 toy models were assessed as unsafe for the end user.

The Czech Trade Inspection Authority carried out 194 inspections of toys for children up to 14 years of age in the third quarter of last year. The inspections focused on compliance with the requirements of the Act No. 22/1997 Coll., on Technical Requirements for Products, and the Government Regulation No. 86/2011 Coll., on Technical Requirements for Toys. Inspection actions were carried out at 2 manufacturers or authorised representatives, 2 importers to EU and 190 distributors. 

CTIA officers inspected 525 toy models and found flaws in 212 toy models. During inspections of the accompanying documentation and consumer information, inspectors checked whether identification information of the manufacturer or importer (traceable origin of toys) was available and whether the products were equipped with other mandatory information. Where this information contained any restrictions (e.g. a pictogram not suitable for children under three years of age), inspectors checked whether the reasons for the restriction were communicated to the consumer.

The CTIA found the following administrative deficiencies:

· In 136 cases, there were shortcomings in the identification of the toy manufacturer;

· in 89 cases there were deficiencies in the identification of the importer

· in 70 cases, there were deficiencies in the accompanying documentation (missing warnings, instructions or warnings in the Czech language);

· in 54 cases, the CE conformity marking was not indicated on the toy models inspected;

· in 58 cases, there were deficiencies in the accompanying documentation (completely missing warnings, instructions or warnings);

· in 35 cases there were deficiencies in the mandatory marking of the toy with type, serial number or model.

For some toys, the accumulation of several of the above-mentioned administrative defects was repeated.

Based on expert analyses, 3 toy models were assessed as dangerous. For a toy with an elastic cord and a squeaky mechanism (Soace Ball), risk analysis showed a possible serious risk of health damage due to small parts that can be released from the product and inhaled by children under three years of age. In addition, two battery-operated toys, (Battery-operated Piano, Blue Lion Piano) were assessed as hazardous to the environment and were found to contain excessive amounts of lead in solder joints. Heavy metals from the products can, if improperly disposed of, contaminate the surrounding area and can adversely affect the environment. Information on the presence of these toys in the market were published in the RAPEX system and on the CTIA website in accordance with the Directive 2001/95/EC of the European Parliament and of the Council.

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Imposed measures
Within inspections of toys in the 3rd quarter of 2021, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority imposed in total 56 fines amounting to CZK 476,000 for breaches on Section 13 par. 9 of the Act No. 22/1997 Coll. on Technical Requirements for Products.
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
