More than half of inspected hand jacks failed the technical requirements

(Prague, 17 February 2022) Last year, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority (CTIA) carried out an inspection operation focused on the fulfilment of technical requirements for manual jacks supplied to the domestic market. CTIA inspected a total of 26 products and found deficiencies in 14 products. One product was assessed as unsafe and ordered to be withdrawn from the market because the lack of structural strength could lead to deformation of the jack and subsequent collapse of the vehicle.

During 2021, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority carried out an inspection action to inspect the compliance with the technical requirements for hand jacks supplied to the domestic market. In total, it inspected 27 distributors, 1 manufacturer, 5 importers and 2 authorised representatives of 26 manual scissor jacks and mobile hydraulic jacks. 

The inspection action was associated with the collection of 7 samples of hand jacks, which were subjected to laboratory tests. Six samples failed static or dynamic overload tests and were destroyed. The products were entered into the ICSMS (Information and Communication System for Market Surveillance set up by the European Commission). A manual scissor lift 1.5 t, type ST-105 was notified to RAPEX (information at https://www.coi.cz/coi-zakazala-nebezpecny-zvedak-na-automobily/). For 3 non-conforming samples and other products formal deficiencies were found, for example, missing EC declaration of conformity, instructions for use as well as labelling and marking, translations into Czech. 

The Czech Trade Inspection Authority imposed 6 on-the-spot fines amounting to the total of CZK 30,000 on the inspected entities . It also imposed 1 fine in administrative proceedings amounting to CZK 2,000. In 6 other cases, administrative proceedings will be initiated.
