Inspectors took more counterfeits for more than half-a-million CZK 

(Prague, 13 April 2021) The Czech Trade Inspection Authority for the South Bohemia Region and Vysočina Region carried out an extraordinary inspection action at the market in Vyšší Brod, focusing on counterfeits. Inspectors seized a total of 80 pieces of products with a total value of CZK 662,160. 

On 11 April 2022, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority for the South Bohemian Region and Vysočina Region, in cooperation with the Foreign Police, carried out an extraordinary inspection action at the market in Vyšší Brod, which focused on the offer, sale and storage of products infringing certain intellectual property rights. 

During the inspections of 4 stalls, inspectors seized a total of 80 products with a total value of CZK 662,160 calculated in the prices of originals, suspected of storing and selling illegal imitations. These were mainly textile products, namely jackets, T-shirts, sweatshirts, scarves, as well as belts, wallets, handbags marked with the following trademarks: Adidas, Louis Vuitton, Dior, Chanel, Tommy Hilfiger, Nike, Mammut, Balenciaga, Calvin Klein, BMW, Hugo Boss, Michael Kors, YSL, Prada, Gucci.

Sellers can be fined up to CZK 5 million for selling counterfeits.  

Products from which the protected marking can be removed will be offered for use within humanitarian purposes. 

Thanks to the systematic inspections in the marketplace, it appears that the storage, supply and sale of products marked without the consent of the trademark owners will be reduced. Hopefully, this will be a continuing trend (the focus of the services on offer at the stands is gradually changing to, for example, nail studios). [image: image2.png]
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
