Czech Trade Inspection Authority releases annual report on its activities

(Final report for 2021)

(Prague, 19 April 2022) In 2021, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority carried out a total of 18,295 inspections, in which 7,631 (i.e. 41.7%) it found deficiencies. In 2021, a total of 6,291 fines with a total value of CZK 80,511,100 came into force. Only completed inspections were included in the final figures.

Based on the mandate of the Consumer Protection Act, 16,876 inspections were carried out and deficiencies were found in 5,859 of them (i.e. 34.7%). Under the authority of the Act on Technical Requirements for Products, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority carried out 3,456 inspections and found deficiencies in 597 cases (i.e. 17.3%). Based on the mandate of the Act on Conformity Assessment of Selected Products when made available in the market, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority carried out 2,460 inspections and found deficiencies in 1,255 cases (i.e. 51%). In 1,217 inspections, compliance with the Act on General Safety of Products was inspected and deficiencies were found in 21 cases (i.e. 1.7%). In 2021, a total of 6,291 fines came into force, amounting to the total of CZK 80,511,100. Only completed inspections were included in the final figures.
