Czech Trade Inspection Authority inspected kitchen kneaders

(Prague, 27 May 2022) The Czech Trade Inspection Authority has evaluated inspections focused on the safety of kitchen kneaders. Last year, it inspected 23 types of products and found deficiencies in 5 of them.

During 2021, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority inspected the safety of kitchen kneaders, which are frequently used in households. 

Inspectors carried out 22 inspections at distributors who supply these products to the market. In total, they inspected 23 types of products. They found deficiencies in information obligations, such as instructions for use as well as safety instructions, in 5 types of products. They took 7 types for professional testing and 1 type of kitchen kneader failed technically. For this product, a risk assessment was carried out and the risk was found to be low. No product was forwarded for notification to the Safety Gate (formerly RAPEX) database. The defects found were not serious enough to require an immediate withdrawal of the product from the market and from consumers. Appropriate measures were imposed on the responsible economic operators under the jurisdiction of the Czech Trade Inspection Authority to remedy the identified deficiencies.

The Czech Trade Inspection Authority imposed a fine of CZK 5,000 in 1 case for a violation of the Act No. 90/2016 Coll., on conformity assessment of selected products when made available in the market.
