CTIA took counterfeits worth more than 1 million crowns in Strážné

(České Budějovice, 18 August 2022) The Czech Trade Inspection Authority of the South Bohemian Region and the Vysočina Region carried out an extraordinary inspection action at the marketplace in Strážné, which was aimed at banning the sale of counterfeit goods. During this action, inspectors took 638 items of counterfeit goods in the value of originals amounting to CZK 1,187,400.

In mid-August, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority for the South Bohemian Region and the Vysočina Region carried out an extraordinary inspection action at the market in Strážné, which focused on the offer, sale and storage of products infringing certain intellectual property rights. The inspectors inspected four stands and seized a total of 638 items of counterfeit goods in the value of CZK 1,187,400 when calculated in the prices of originals. Two of them were accessed through a locksmith as an invited person.

"Inspectors took mostly textile fakes and wallets. These were imitations of brands such as Adidas, Louis Vuitton, Tommy Hilfiger, Nike, Hugo Boss, Gucci, Lacoste and Diesel. Sellers can be fined up to CZK 5 million for selling counterfeits. The products from which the protected marking can be removed will be offered for use for humanitarian purposes," commented Mgr. Martina Střihavková.
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
