More than half of the battery-operated toys and models inspected were not in order

(Prague, 23 November 2022) The Czech Trade Inspection Authority has evaluated inspections focused on toys and battery-operated models. During one year, it inspected a total of 76 products and found deficiencies in 48 cases. 20 products were classified as unsafe due to excessive amounts of lead and 8 products were found to have excessive amounts of cadmium. These unsafe products were reported to the European Commission's information system for the rapid exchange of information on dangerous non-food products "Safety Gate", about which the CTIA informs the consumer public on an ongoing basis at www.coi.cz.

The Czech Trade Inspection Authority carried out an inspection action between 14 June 2021 and 22 October 2022, focusing on toys and battery-operated models. The aim of the inspection action was to verify whether the products were placed on the Czech market and distributed in line with the applicable legislation (Government Regulation No. 481/2012 Coll., on the restriction of the use of certain hazardous substances in electrical and electronic equipment, Government Regulation No. 86/2011 Coll., on Technical Requirements for Toys, Government Regulation No. 426/2016 Coll., on conformity assessment of radio equipment, if the toy was remote-controlled). For the selected products, the CTIA inspectors carried out an orientation measurement using a VANTA spectrometer in the electrical components of the products (e.g. solder joints) for the presence of hazardous substances (e.g. cadmium, lead). In case of positive results, product samples were taken and the concentrations of the hazardous substance were examined in the testing room.

CTIA officers inspected a total of 76 products from 1 manufacturer, 6 importers and 46 distributors and found deficiencies in 48 products. For some products, several deficiencies were found at the same time.

Detected deficiencies:
· 20 products did not comply with the requirements of Government Regulation No. 481/2012 Coll., on the restriction of the use of certain hazardous substances in electrical and electronic equipment; in all 20 products, an above-limit amount of lead was found in the solder joints inside the toy compared to the permitted limit value of 0.1%, and in 8 products, in addition, an above-limit amount of cadmium compared to the permitted limit value of 0.01%; 

· 6  products were found to have deficiencies when placed on the market by the importer, namely deficiencies in the conformity assessment (Government Regulation No. 86/2011 Coll. and Government Regulation No. 481/2012 Coll.), in 1 case the importer did not meet the requirements of Government Regulation No. 426/2016 Coll., again in the conformity assessment; 

· 37 products, out of a total of 48 products with deficiencies, were found to have errors in the marking and accompanying information, e.g. failure to provide complete identification of the manufacturer, importer, CE marking of conformity, products were not accompanied by the prescribed information in the Czech language or remote-controlled products were not accompanied by information and documents within the meaning of Regulation (EC) No 426/2012 Coll.

Based on the findings of some deficiencies, 21 products were sent to a testing laboratory where sample measurements were carried out. 1 sample complied and 20 samples did not comply with the requirements of Government Regulation No. 481/2012 Coll., on the restriction of the use of certain hazardous substances in electrical and electronic equipment. All 20 samples were found to contain an excessive amount of lead and 8 samples were found to contain an excessive amount of cadmium in the solder joints inside the toy. So far, 18 of the 20 non-compliant products have been reported to SAFETY GATE. After all procedural steps have been taken, 2 more products, the "talking parrot" and the "crazy bee", will be reported.

Measures and sanctions imposed
The Czech Trade Inspection Authority imposed protective measures on 20 economic operators in the sense of Act No. 22/1997 Coll., which is the withdrawal of a product from the market or from circulation, a ban on placing on the market or a ban on distribution of the product. In other 3 cases, a ban was imposed on sellers pursuant to Article 7(1)(a) of Act No 64/1986 Coll., prohibiting the placing on the market, distribution, supply or sale of the products in question.     

In 22 cases, fines amounting to CZK 312,000 were imposed within the inspection action.
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
