More than half of inspected electric scooters had deficiencies

(Prague, 10 February 2023) Last year, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority inspected whether electric scooters supplied to the Czech market meet the requirements of applicable legislation, regulations and standards. It inspected a total of 29 products and found deficiencies in 16 products. 

The Czech Trade Inspection Authority inspected electric scooters in 2022. It carried out a total of 27 inspections in this area (19 distributors, 3 manufacturers, 3 importers, 2 authorised representatives), inspecting 29 products. The products inspected were electric scooters without a seat, which are not considered a toy, with the maximum design speed of 25 km/h. 

The CTIA inspectors found deficiencies in 16 products. The CTIA officers focused primarily on inspecting the marking and labelling and accompanying documentation of electric scooters at distributors, and on inspecting the compliance with the conditions for placing products on the market at manufacturers and importers. They inspected whether the products were accompanied by the CE Declaration of Conformity, instructions for use in the Czech language and whether these documents contained other required information. For some products, several deficiencies were found at the same time. Specifically: in 9 cases, there were deficiencies in the EC declaration of conformity, where in 6 cases it was not attached to the product, in 2 cases it contained administrative deficiencies and in 1 case it was not provided in the Czech language. In 4 cases there were deficiencies in the instructions for use, where in 2 cases it was not attached to the product, in 1 case it was attached only in a foreign language and in 1 case it contained administrative deficiencies. In 12 cases, deficiencies were found in the labelling of the product, where in 5 cases the manufacturer's designation including the address was not provided, in 3 cases the safety information was not provided in the Czech language and in 4 cases the year of manufacture was not specified.

The Czech Trade Inspection Authority imposed 5 on-the-spot fines amounting to CZK 33,000 in total and 5 administrative fines amounting to CZK 105,000 in total. In 1 case, a proposal to initiate administrative proceedings was filed, in 2 cases administrative proceedings are ongoing and in 1 case the infringement was resolved by agreement.

Within this inspection action, the CTIA took 7 samples of products for which laboratory tests were carried out to verify whether the products meet the basic requirements of Government Regulation No. 176/2008 Coll., on technical requirements for machinery, as amended. All samples passed the tests.
