The Czech Trade Inspection Authority continued to monitor the quality of fuels in February 2023. It took 152 fuel samples at petrol stations in the Czech Republic and all samples met the specified quality requirements. 

The Czech Trade Inspection Authority saw an improvement in February compared to January, as 1 diesel fuel sample failed in January. 

Samples of FAME, diesel fuel blend, diesel B10,  diesel with high FAME content, paraffinic diesel fuel, bio-CNG, LNG, bio-LNG and ethanol E85 were not taken in February 2023 due to fuel market developments.

Organic fuels in fuels
During the monitored period, the content of fatty acid methyl esters was inspected in 71 samples of diesel. The three remaining samples (out of all samples taken) were not inspected for this parameter as they were repeat samples where the full range of testing was not carried out. The ethanol content of automotive petrol was inspected in 53 samples. Laboratory analyses did not indicate that the permissible upper limit of the biofuel content was exceeded in samples of the monitored motor fuels.
