In 2022, CTIA seized 36,349 counterfeits worth almost CZK 81 million

(Final report for 2022)

(Prague, April 3, 2023) Last year, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority focused on inspections of compliance with the ban on the storage, offer and sale of counterfeit goods. It carried out a total of 1,041 inspections and found breaches of the prohibition in 435 cases, which represented more than 40% of the cases. "The Czech Trade Inspection Authority has long focused on border areas, where stand sales still prevail, but also on ordinary shops in inland areas. It also monitors online shops to a greater extent, where the sale of counterfeit products imitating those of reputable brands is a major problem. The CTIA will consistently focus on this area of inspection activity in the following period as well," said Jan Štěpánek, the CTIA's Director General.

In the period from 3 January to 30 December 2022, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority carried out an inspection action aimed at the compliance with the ban on the offer, sale and storage of products infringing certain intellectual property rights or unauthorised use of trademarks protected under a special legal regulation. In total, the Authority carried out 1,041 inspections and recorded 435 infringements of this prohibition, representing a percentage of 41.8%. In terms of product range, the most frequent infringements of certain intellectual property rights occurred in textile products and toys. Of the total number of products seized, Nike, Lego, PokémonWizards, Tommy Hilfiger, Adidas, Louis Vuitton were the most frequent brands. In 2022, the legal possibility to enter closed premises where there is a reasonable suspicion that counterfeit goods are stored proved to be useful to CTIA inspectors in their inspection activities.

Out of a total of 1,041 inspections carried out, breaches of all legal provisions were found in 815 cases (78.3%),

Within inspection action, the CTIA cooperated with state and local government authorities, e.g. the Police of the Czech Republic (28 cases), trade licensing offices (10 cases), Alien Police, Customs Administration of the Czech Republic and municipal authorities (7 cases in total).

Seized products and their structure

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Measures imposed 

In 2022, besides sanctioning measures, the Czech Trade Inspection Authority seized and stored out of reach of the inspected persons a total of 36,349 items of counterfeit goods for CZK 80,543,417 when calculated in the prices of originals. Products that do not comply with specific legislation will subsequently be destroyed or used for humanitarian purposes after a final decision on their forfeiture or seizure.

In 2022, as part of this inspection action, the CTIA imposed a total of 710 fines amounting to CZK 13,471,000.
