The Czech Trade Inspection Authority saw an improvement in April compared to March, since three fuel samples failed in March. 

Samples of FAME, diesel fuel blend, diesel fuel B10, diesel fuel with high FAME content, paraffinic diesel fuel, bio-CNG, LNG, bio-LNG and ethanol E85 were not taken in April due to developments on the fuel market.
