The Czech Trade Inspection Authority continued its regular inspections of the quality of fuels. It took a total of 174 samples of fuels at filling stations in the Czech Republic in December 2023. All the samples inspected complied with the quality requirements, just as in November when 236 samples were inspected and all of them also complied with the quality requirements.

Biofuels in fuels
In the monitored period, the fatty acid methyl ester content of 84 diesel fuel samples was inspected. The ethanol content of automotive petrol was inspected in 65 samples. The laboratory analyses did not reveal any exceedance of the permissible upper limit for the content of bio-components in the samples of the monitored motor fuels.
Conclusion

Similar to the month of November, no non-compliant fuel samples were detected in December 2023. Samples of FAME, diesel fuel blend, B10 diesel, high FAME diesel, paraffinic diesel, bio-CNG, LNG, bio-LNG and E85 ethanol were not collected in December 2023 due to fuel market developments.
